AGE OF ADMITTANCE:  
We provide OUTSTANDING high quality, inclusive care and education for children from the age of two and a half years to five years. 
HOURS OF OPENING:  9am till 3.30pm Monday to Friday. 8.30 early bird start available on request.
Minimum of two sessions or two full days required.

Non funded rate £7.98 per hour 
Morning sessions: 9am to12.30am: £27.93 (non-funded)
Morning only sessions are available for two-year-olds up to the term following child’s third birthday. However, individual circumstances will be considered i.e. for a settling in period, children with additional needs.
Afternoon sessions: 12.30pm to 3.30pm: £23.55 (non-funded)
We offer funded only afternoon sessions. Availability of afternoon only sessions is limited to ensure morning children can access their full day.
Full day sessions: 9am to 3.30pm; £51.87 (non-funded) 
We are open term time only (this may vary slightly more than school terms of 38 weeks per year up to a maximum of 41 weeks per year). Parents will be invoiced for the total number of weeks we are open within each term. Our terms will coincide with local (ECC) mainstream schools as much as possible; however, the Mulberry Bush will sometimes overrun the school terms. We do not close for additional staff training days. FEEE funding may be spread over the full-term pro rata up to the maximum termly hours (stretched offer). The Mulberry Bush does not charge fees or service charges when the nursery is closed for holidays or for Bank holidays however you will not be able to access your free funded hours for Bank Holidays or if the setting is closed i.e. lockdown/covid. You will be notified of the nursery holidays with a calendar when you start and one will then be included with each Autumn term invoice and is available on request and on our parents fb page. 
We request children attend for a minimum of two sessions per week and a minimum of two full days from the term after their third birthday (exceptions apply for funded only). Any holidays, sickness or absence within term time will be charged as normal within the terms invoice and any sessions missed cannot be made up or reimbursed. We currently accept two-year funding for those that are eligible and will be accepting 15 and 30 hours funding for all eligible children from two and a half years old in line with the Government role out of the new funding criteria going forward.


FEEE FUNDED SESSIONS ONLY. 
Any parent wishing to access their full FEEE funded place with no additional services or hours  may do so in-line with our terms and conditions and meeting the requirements of our funding contract with ECC. This must be agreed at registration or with a full-term notice of changing the agreed terms and conditions of registration. You can be assured your child will still receive quality care and education under the terms of the Early Years Foundation Stage Framework (EYFS). All additional services or sundry items provided by the nursery such as snacks, book bags, puddle suits, graduation packs, extra curriculum activities and parties etc will be charged on an individual basis or you may provide your own and withdraw your child from any extra curriculum activities. We will not be able to provide the individual teaching time across the Montessori Curriculum. Any additional unfunded weeks across the term will be charged at the full rate or will not be available to you.
We offer the option of the free entitlement only for 15 hours only across five afternoon sessions. These sessions will be limited to allow for children already attending or that have booked a place for morning sessions to increase to full days at 3 years old as per our Terms and Conditions. 

ADDITIONAL SERVICES AND CHARGES: FUNDING SESSIONS ONLY: 
Please note this charge is already included in full fee non-funded prices and only applies to funded place with additional services
All Inclusive Service Charge: £13.50 per day 
£7.50 per morning / afternoon session (12 - 3.30pm) 
Our fees and charges are transparent, there are no hidden costs. The agreed all-inclusive additional service charge is calculated on a day rate on funded places only. Service charges and fees will be subject to annual review each year. Parents will be given terms notice of any fee or service charge increase. 

We aim to ensure our Admissions Policy, pricing structure and our Terms and Conditions are clear, transparent, easily accessible for parents and prospective parents and promotes equal opportunities and Inclusion. Our prices may be subject to change. Please contact the nursery for current fees and service charges at least one term prior to your child’s expected starting date for the most current prices/charges and any changes to our terms and conditions.
Parents will be invoiced each term, your invoice will show clearly the sessions you have requested, the daily rate and total cost for the term. If you are eligible for funding it will show the FEEE hours you are entitled to claim. No monetary value is placed on your free funded hours as these hours are free at point of delivery. Any non-funded hours requested where applicable will be clearly stated and charged at the full fee rate. Any agreed additional service charges applicable (on funded places only) will be broken down per day and show the total additional charge for the coming term. Deposits will not be charged on FEEE funded only places but a deposit of £100 is required for all other places. Deposits will be deducted on your first terms invoice. The deposit is not refundable if you cancel your child’s place or terminate the contract within the first term. Payment can be paid in full as a one-off payment or in monthly instalments to reach our account by the 23rd of the first month or you may pay by monthly instalments by the 23rd of each month. A late payment/reminder fee of 10% of the balance due will be charged each month. Your child’s place at the Mulberry Bush may be terminated if fees remain unpaid, you will still be liable for the remainder of the fees/charges outstanding. 
Please speak to Cheryl as soon as possible if you are having difficulty paying your fees.

We accept HMRC NI Tax Free childcare payments, Company voucher payment schemes or Cash. Cheques will be accepted for full payment only.
We advise all parents to register for a Tax-Free Childcare account at Gov.uk as this enable you to pay through a NS account. For every £10 you pay in childcare, you pay £8 and the Government will pay £2. (Our Ofsted Unique Reference number: EY479688)
Those eligible for funding will be given a parent declaration / application form to complete each term. Please ensure you return this form as soon as possible as we are unable to claim your funding without it. You may claim funding at more than one registered setting to a combined total of your free hours’ entitlement.
30 Hours Funding: If you think you may be eligible for 30 hours funding you will need to apply to Gov.uk, see if you are eligible then open a gateway account and you will receive a code if successful which you must provide us with alongside your national insurance number before the beginning of the term you wish to claim in order for us to apply on your behalf. You must then re-confirm on your gateway account every 3 months to remain eligible. 
All unfunded hours or unsuccessful funding claims (ensure you return your funding form in time each term and reconfirm your 30hrs) will be charged at the full rate. We offer the flexible stretched funding offer so you can use any unused hours each week across any extra weeks we are open so long as you do not exceed your free entitlement hours per year.
