At least one person who has a current paediatric first aid certificate will be on the premises and available at all times when children are present and will accompany children on outings.

Health

We ensure there is a first aid box accessible at all times with appropriate content for use with children. We keep a written record of accidents or injuries and first aid treatment.

FIRST AID
Policy statement

We are committed to the safety and wellbeing of everyone in our setting and put in measures and take action to ensure the premises, resources and equipment are safe, we have appropriate responsible adult to child ratios and supervision.  

We carry out risk assessments to identify any hazards or risks. We then put measures into place to eliminate risk and hazards where possible but as a minimum we minimise the risk. 
We hold full staff emergency paediatric first aid training every three years. Any staff starting after this date will be included in the next session providing the majority of staff have completed the training. As a minimum at least one adult with a current first aid certificate will be on the premises, or on an outing, at any one time, we will exceed this ratio where practicably possible. (Newly qualified staff who achieved an Early Year’s qualification on or after 30 June 2016 must have an up to date Paediatric First Aid certificate in order to be counted in the adult to child ratios). 
The first aid qualification includes emergency first aid training for infants and young children including; accidents, choking, allergies, asthma, shock/sudden illness. Staff may also complete specialised training for individual conditions and administering medication for that condition. We will ensure due diligence when choosing first aid training and ensure that it is relevant to adults caring for young children and is refreshed every three years. We also have a group training session to refresh on our certified training annually. 
Senior staff (management) complete Appointed Person first aider training too
Procedures
The first aid kit is located in the kitchen and there is also one in the snug in the all-weather play area. We also have a First Aid body pouch we use for outings/trips.
All staff, students and volunteers are made aware of where our first aid kits and any emergency medications are located. They contains as a minimum the following items:
· Sterile non-alcohol cleansing pads and 
· Sterile individually wrapped assorted size plasters / dressings   (Small - Medium - Large) 
· Sterile adhesive and non-adhesive wound dressing pads
· Sterile eye pads (with bandage or attachment; No 16-bandage) 
· Porous dressing tape
· Triangular bandages 
· Safety pins, scissors
· Guidance card as recommended by HSE 

In addition, the following equipment is kept in and near to the first aid box:
· Disposable (PVC or vinyl) gloves

· Disposable aprons
· Paper towel roll

· Disposable sick buckets

· Anti-bacterial disinfectant surface cleaner
· Infrared digital forehead thermometer / ‘strip’ forehead thermometer / digital ear thermometer with individual hygiene caps.
· Cold compresses stored in the fridge
· Information about who has completed first aid training and the location of the first aid box is provided to all our staff, students and volunteers.
·  A list of staff who have current PFA certificates is available to parents in the operational file located in the nursery lobby and is accessible on our website under section 2: Suitable Persons. (www.mulberrybushmontessorinursery.com)
· The first aid box is easily accessible to adults, but is kept out of the reach of children (kitchen and the snug in the all-weather play area).
· The manager and the nursery deputy’s complete Appointed person training. The manager is responsible for checking and replenishing the first aid box contents.
· Medication is only administered in line with our Administering Medicines policy and by suitably trained senior staff. 
· Prescribed medication must be in its original container and  only be administered in line with instructions on the label. 
· Unprescribed medication will be administered inline with instructions on packaging and parents instructions for a maximum of three consecutive days. Unprescribed medication will require a risk assessment carried out by the manager, liaising with parents if senior staff have any concerns as to the reason given for administering it, if it is for any longer periods of time than three consecutive days or when frequently used (advice may need to be sought from child’s GP to complete the risk assessment).
· In the case of minor injury or accidents, first aid treatment is given by a first aid trained member of staff. More serious accidents and/or injuries should be treated together by PDA trained staff and the senior staff member on duty where possible who will make the decision on whether to call the parents and/or emergency services.
· In the event of minor injuries or accidents, we normally inform parents when they collect their child at the end of the session, unless the child is unduly upset or we have concerns about the injury or symptoms, particularly a head injury. If it does not require the emergency services but we feel we should inform parents and ask whether they wish to collect the child and/or take them to their own GP or to advice parents they should collect the child and seek further medical advice.

· In an emergency situation we will call for an ambulance: 999 – the nursery address/postcode is on each telephone: 12 Melrose Road, WM CO5 8JB / Tel: 01206 383898). 
· We will contact parents immediately and inform them of what has happened and where their child has been or is being taken. A member of staff will accompany the child to the hospital where possible, taking the child’s file / care plan for any medical / medication and contact information they may need.
· Parents are asked to sign a consent form at registration allowing a member of staff to accompany/take their child to the nearest Accident and Emergency unit and that they can give their consent for the chid to be examined, assessed, treated or admitted as necessary whilst awaiting parents/emergency contacts to arrive at the hospital.
· Accidents, injuries and incidents resulting in an injury are recorded in our accident record book and parents are asked to sign and date to say they have been informed of the same day. In the event of a more serious accident/incident or injury or a near miss, we will record the details and carry out a risk assessment and investigation where applicable, action any risks identified immediately and where appropriate notify the Health and Safety Executive, Ofsted and/or local child protection agencies in line with our Recording and Reporting of serious Accidents and Incidents Policy.
